Textbook:  The Norton Anthology of World Literature, 3nd ed., Vols. A-C ISBN 978-0-393-93365-9
Course Description:  This course is a survey of important works of world literature from ancient times through the mid-seventeenth century.  
Grading:  Grading will be based on ongoing demonstration of familiarity with the material covered as demonstrated in class discussions and content of the class notebook and the successful completion of class activities, assignments, and quizzes.  The grading scale will be as follows – A:  90-100; B:  80-89; C:  70-79; D:  60-69; F:  below 60.

However, because of the limited timespan of the course, even excused absences may make it impossible to succeed in the class. The professor reserves the right to discontinue makeup work for excused absences at any time.
