7. 45+ min Livestreams (with an audience)

8. I am open to other suggestions...

The individual requirements for each format will vary, but the work involved will be equitable no matter which format you choose.
You should select something you are comfortable with. Tech savvy people might lean towards videos, writers might lean towards blogs, etc. 
You can rely on what you know but are also encouraged to learn something new (e.g. how to create a Let's Play video)

“B” Final Project (100pts) - CURATE SOMETHING

	We all spend hours and hours every day consuming the media content created by others 

(TV, film, music, blogs, youtube, etc). For this project, you will use what you learn about mass media in this class to curate a collection of media texts with a similar theme.


	Content Curation Format


Using an online publishing tool (Blogger, e.g.), you will curate a collection of media texts, explaining the common themes across them. Your collection must include at least eight media texts from at least three different media formats. You may not use multiple texts from the same franchise. The final product will have links to some form of each text and descriptive paragraphs drawing each text together based on common themes. 
For example, I might curate a collection regarding “Big Government” watching us and controlling us, by connecting texts such as 1984 (book), Discipline and Punish (book), The Matrix (film), The Hunger Games (film), and Big Brother (TV series).  
Your choice of theme and texts are up to you, but I may suggest you find something else if your original choices are obvious or inaccurate.
